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BROOKE vas scheduled to deploy in June and was fovolved in the ayriad
of tasks that must be acconplished prior to sn overseas movesent. The
first two veeks of the month vere spent, in a tender avatlability with the
USS SAMUEL GOMPERS (AD-37), completing the final material prepavations
necessary for deploynent. During this same period, the pre-deploynent
inspection vas conducted snd BROOKE was found to be ready for deploynent.

On 1 and 2 JUN, BROOKE vas undervay in the SOGAL OPAREA conducting her
pre-deployment cruise. This vas successfully acconplished and the next tuo
weeks were spent conpleting the final detatls. On 1L JUN, four days prior
€0 deploying, Commander NcCAULEY was reldeved as Conmanding Officer by
Lieutenent Commander Carl J. ALBRECHT.

0n June 15, BROOKE was underway for her third WESTPAC deployment. In
company with the USS HENRY W, TUCKER (D 875), BROOKE steaned toward Seattle,
Vashingeon, her flrst stop on the norchern transit route. After fueling in
Seattle, on 18-19 JUN, BROOKE and TUGKER continued, refueling st Adak, Alaska
on 25-26 JUN, and entering Yokosuks, Japan, on 2 JOL.

BROOKE rematned in Yokosuka for a week, making final preparations for
her tnteial mtssion of the deploynent. While in Yokosuka, BROOKE participated
in the festivities on 4 JUL.

T 71.0.4 consisting
of BROCKE and TLSON, vas sent to the Northern Pacific to dnvestigate. The
OTC vas COMDESRON 17, Captain F. W. CORLEY, Jr.

BROOKE Left Yokosuka late on the eventag of 19 AUG, and rendesvoused with

WILSON the next day.

Both ships headed norch. On 21 AUG, while stesming off
the Kuriles, TU 71.0.4 chopped to the operationsl control of CTF 72,

By 22 AUG fc appeared as 1f the Soviet task foree had spLit into tvo units.

Accordingly, BROOKE and WILSON split, each in search of an element of the Soviet
force. On 23 AUG, both ships asaumed patrol stations, BROOKE a barrier pacrol
off the northern Kuriles and WILSON a randon circle patrol southeast of
Petropavlovsk, and both BROOKE and WILSON remsined in thelr respective patrol
areas.

On 25 AUG, a Soviet "Riga" class DE began folloving WILSON and was present
For the UNRE? that took place later that day betveen PASSIMPSIC and BROOKE and
VILSON. BROCKE then assumed a mew patrol station esst of the area uhere it vas
belteved that the Soviats would conduct a missile shoot. WILSON took station
to the vest of the area.

0n 26 AUG, WTLSON made contact with elenents of ehe Soviet force, a "Kynda"

class guided-missile cruiser and o "Skoryy" class destroyer. BROOKE headed for

a rendezvous with WILSON and, on the vy, was joined by a Soviet "Petya” class PCE.
On the afternaon of the 26th, BROOKE and WILSON rendssvoused in the vicinity

of the Soviet force. WILSON successfully exccuted & maneuver that drew off the

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BROOKE folloved the crutser uneil i€ came vihin 25 miles of Soviet vaters and
€hen broke off the puraut in accordance wich orders.

On 27 ATG air recomnatssance sighted & Soviet force consisting of a
"Kresta® class guided-niosile crulser and tvp destroyers to the esst of
TU 71.0.4s posttion. BROOKE and WILSON were ordered to overtake the Soviet
force and headed east in an aceempe co do so. Defore this could be accomplished,
TU 71.0.4 vas ordered back to a patrol station to the vest of the Soviet missile
Tange. BIOOKE, WILSO and PASSIMPSIC all assumed ptrol stations in this area
late on the 27¢h mnd cematned in these stations until early in the moraing of
the 3sc. At that cime, the patrcl area vas shifted farther south.

By this tine, it becane apparent that the Sovier exercises in this area

wece over, and U 71.0. ves ordered to Teturn to Yokosuka. Accordingly,
U 71.0.4 rurned south and set course for Yokosuka, arriving there on the
soraing of 3 SEP.

Fron 3 SEP through 19 SEP, BROVKE undervent upkeep in Yokosuka.
During that tine, a great desl of vork vas accomplished fncluting upkeep o
ehe batlers and the evaporators.

On the afternoon of the 15¢h, BROGKE left Yokosuks for YANKEE Station
25 part of T5 77.4. On the 20th BOOKE rendervoused with USS MIDKAY (CVA 41)
and Uss ROBISON (ODG 12) and headed south. Togecher, BOGKE and ROBISON
forned TU 77.4.2 which vas assigned to screen and plane guard for MIDHAT.

The 1970-1971 yard period updated mich of the Operations Departaent

electronte equipment and eahanced its materisl state of resdiness. Con
current with the material update vas an extensive tratning progean that
increased the personnel readiness of the Department.

The preparations of the Operations Departnent patd great dividends
durtng the WESTPAC deployment. Much of the deployment was spent in remote
areas of the Pacific vhere comunications are difficult but despite this
reliable communications vere maintained. On mumerous occasions BROOKE
transited very narrow straits which required properly functioning radar
and precise vork on the part of radaraen. Yo difficulties vere encountered.
s & result of its performance in WESTPAC the Operations Department won

the operations

BROOKE Left the yard with mprovements to virtually every weapons
systen aboard. The Tartar Missile Systea vas given a Standard Missile and
DSOT capability. Tre MK 56 GECS had RSPE atded. Additionally, the 5°/38
sun, the AN-SQS-26 Sonar, the MK 16 ASROC launcher, and the MK 56 GFCS all
recetved major overhasls.

During Refresher Training, the results of the material improvemencs
and tratning by departaental personnel vere apparent. ALL required evo
Lutions were performed with mo major difficulties. During SQT, which

inmediately folloved REFTRA, the missile systes proved to be in excellent

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condition. Four missiles vere fired on the PHR and two were hits, The

were Sudged to be the result of defective miasiles and Aot &
fauley fixe control system.
During the deployment, the Weapons Department performed extremely
well. Several gunfire excreises vere conducted with no difficoltics.
One atssile vas Fired during the deploynent resulting fn a direct hif.
The efforts of the Weapons Department resulted in the avard of "E"'s

in guonery and niseiles and an "K' in ASH.
Enginecetng

1971 was by far the best year that the Eagincering Departaent has
had. The pressuve-fired steam generating system has historically been
Eroublesose system, but the engincers were able to overcome these
4tfticuletes and do a truly outstanding job. Upon completion of overbaul
in 1971 the engineering plant vas in excellent saterial condition. During
Ehe overhaul the outer tow convectlon tubes of both botlers were completely
ceneved and several other components of the system vere overhauled.

The engineers proved the efficiency of their plant during Refresher
Tratning and che deploysent. During REFTRA, the Engincering Department
uas able to acconplish its exercisos vith only occasional minor casualtics.

BROOKE's schedule during the deployment was such that there vas
Licele tine to perfors any extended maintensnce. The engineers were
able to make the most of this lisited tine and kept the plant in out-

standing condition, BEOOKE met all comiceents.

For cheir efforts, the engineers earned the red "E", symbolic of

excellence 1n engincering.

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Duriag the deploynent BROOKE expertenced casualties that could have
sertously sffected her operationsl resdtness. The Supply Department supported
the ship in a0 outstanding mamner procuring needed parts Tapidly in order

that repatrs could be made expeditiously.

As & result of its efforts during 1971, the Supply Degactment won 1ts

second consecutive "E".
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
