UsS BROOKE (FFG 1) was underway 47 days and inport 318 days during the year
1986, The operating schedule included 3 COMNAVSURFPAC 3-M Tnspection (2 JUN - 5
JUNJ; 8 Command Inspection by COMDESRON 13 (28 APR - | MAY) a Defense Nuclear
Assurity Inspection ( AUG - 8 AUG); a Supply Management Inspection (11 AUG - 14
AUG) and a Docking Phased Maintenance Availability (6 OCT - 31 DEC).

During the months of January and February, USS BROOKE utllized an Inport upkeep
period to prepare for an upcoming Operational Propulsion Plant re-examination (OPPRE)
‘and 1o conduct maintenance checks 1o aid planning for the Docking Phased Maintenance
Availability (DPMA) to start § October. OPPRE was later postponed until completion of
DPMA in 1987,

USS BROOKE was underway 13-21 March, to conduct a machinery condition analysis
(MCA). The tests performed during the MCA were used to identify equipment that needed
overhaul during the DPVIA.
